o Some trust their good or goodness to get
them to heaven, but the Bible says that those who are working for
heaven are not saved (Eph. 2:8-9, Titus 3:5).

4, Faith
o Hybrid faith blends faith in good works with faith in Christ, but saving
faith wholly in Jesus alone.
