Three responsibilities on God'’s job for fathers.

A FATHER
Exhort = encouragement that includes and
He makes time to to them.

A wise father teaches his mouth to in sweet,

A FATHER .

This is probably the most direct and form of
instruction a father can use because it's based on an appeal to the father’s
own (Prov. 23:26).

e A godly father bears witness to the truth by it
passionately to his children and by pointing at his own
as the object lesson for his message.

e Vs. 10—a father’s message:
o “Holy” = both and devout;
o * ” = righteous;
o “Unblameable” = without or just accusation.
e Vs. 12—a father’s message (charge) = “Walk
of God.”

o Being called to Christ’'s kingdom and glory = the
possible calling.

o Walking worthy = living up to that calling out of
for Christ.
